SCHOOL TRAFFIC BARRIERS PLAN
MEANS MORE CAR CHAQOS

Cornish, October 2009). “It’s traffic mayhem already,” say residents.

BRITAIN’S biggest house-builder, Barratt Homes, officially stuck in a new Planning Application for
Downtown to Southwark Council on 1st October, giving us, the residents, just 21 days’ legal notice to
object to their latest scheme to squeeze more than 200 flats in 7 blocks and over 160 new cars onto
the site. The new Downtown deadline date for Objections is 22nd October.

Already the Downtown Defence Campaign, alongside our expert legal team, are hard at work
scrutinising the new Barratt proposal — the 4" version Barratt has drawn up in nearly 10 years of our
constant struggle for a sympathetic development at Downtown.

Recently Downtowners have witnessed the daily scenes of traffic mayhem on Downtown Road during
peak hours, caused by the Barratt tree massacre and health centre car-park closure. Now Barratt want
to build new, untested rising bollards across Downtown Road, so no traffic can access the road to the
school during peak hours. 15 existing car-parking spaces will be axed.

The promised replacement Downtown Community Centre has — again — failed to materialise. Instead
Barratt has marked one shoebox-sized room inside the replacement Surrey Docks Health Centre for
“communal use” — in restricted hours. Barratt does not say who will run the community shoebox room.
By comparison with the original Downtown Community Centre, the Barratt shoebox is 8 times smaller.

The DDC defeated Barratt’s last plan (2008) in the High Court earlier this year. It is because of our
successful legal action that Barratt has come back with this, their 4" Plan. But neither Barratt nor
landowner Southwark Council — the giant housebuilder’s business partners at Downtown — have learnt
any lessons from their doomed development plans to date.

“This is the message to all Downtown residents and all our supporters — we want as many of you as
possible to object to this new plan and we will help you do so,” said DDC Chair Steve Cornish. “You
can take action yourself (see our Easy-To-Use Objection Guide — right)and be assured that with your
continued support, we will continue to fight for a better set of proposals for our community —

sympathetic to our wonderful, natural setting, bringing genuine benefits to us, replacing our community
facilities and with sustainable quality for the future.”
